Photographic Portfolios

 Roger Caillois perceived the “art of nature” not as an 
anthropomorphic projection, but as “one of the secret 
cyphers of the universe”. He also greatly admired the 
Chinese painter K’iao Chan and his act of simply append-
ing his signature to a fragment of marble. Within this 
fragment of marble would appear mountains; with their 
peaks and waterfalls, caves, paths and hidden chasms.
The manner of regarding stones as active objects with 
a capability of awakening the imagination has been 
recognized since antiquity. In China, the ability to 
perceive forms in the involuntary drawings of marble 
surfaces was considered to be an exercise of aesthetic 
expression. Geological treasures, which were (and to 
this day still are) selected for their ability to stimu-
late thought, imagination and wonder. The subtle and 
ambiguous patterns of these dreamstones were be-
lieved to be a source of knowledge and insight for any 
sage who was able to study them patiently. As Callois 
writes in ´The Writing of Stones’: “such objects… re-
duce space, they condense time. They are the object of 
prolonged reverie and meditation… The sage contem-
plates them, he ventures into them…”. And the more 
unusual and undeniable the image, the more the stone 
is prized.
Reverie reconciles the world and the subject, past and 
present, solitude and communication, material and 
spiritual. By assuming the whole universe in its im-
ages; simultaneously creative and natural, the value of 
reverie is indissolubly aesthetic and ontological.
Rever ie g ives us a cosmos. In t h is age of t he 
Anthropocene, in an age of widespread spiritual ne-
glect, where we have developed a fragmented vision of 
the universe, loosening our connection to nature, I have 
come to believe that these dreamstones can function 
as a tool to reawaken the sense of the spiritual, aspir-
ing to harmony and unity. A way of returning to those 
archaic societies where man once viewed himself, as a 
part of nature, and nature, as a part of himself, where 
all elements of existence were interlinked. The scared 
symbolism of the dreamstone can enable us to journey 
towards a deeper connection with the cosmos itself; 
towards something that is deeply embedded within us. 

Roger Caillois comprenait les « peintures de la nature » 
non comme une projection anthropomorphique, 
mais bien comme « un des chiffres secrets de l’uni-
vers ». Il ajoutait qu’il admirait grandement le peintre 
chinois K’iao Chan lorsqu’il avait simplement apposé 
sa signature sur une plaque de marbre sur laquelle 
apparaissaient des montagnes avec leurs sommets, cas-
cades, grottes, chemins et précipices cachés.
La croyance selon laquelle les pierres sont des objets 
actifs et capables d’éveiller l’imagination est avérée 
depuis l’Antiquité. En Chine, la recherche de formes 
dans les courbes accidentelles du marbre était consi-
dérée comme un exercice d’expression esthétique. Les 
trésors géologiques étaient (et sont encore) sélectionnés 
pour leur capacité à stimuler la pensée, l’imagination et 
l’émerveillement. Les motifs subtils et ambigus de ces 
pierres étaient considérés comme une source de savoir 
pour les sages capables de les étudier patiemment. 
Comme l’écrit Roger Caillois dans « L’Écriture des 
pierres », « ces objets réduisent l’espace et condensent 
le temps. Ce sont des objets de rêverie et de méditation 
prolongées. Le sage les contemple et s’y aventure. » 
Plus l’image est inhabituelle et incontestable, plus la 
pierre est précieuse.
La rêverie réconcilie le monde et le sujet, le passé et le 
présent, la solitude et la communication, le matériel et le 
spirituel. La rêverie embrasse l’univers tout entier dans 
ses images ; à la fois naturelle et créative, elle présente 
une valeur indissociablement esthétique et ontologique.
La rêverie nous ouvre un cosmos. À l’époque de l’An-
thropocène, à l’heure de la négligence spirituelle 
généralisée, où nous avons développé une vision 
fragmentée de l’univers en relâchant notre lien avec 
la nature, j’en arrive à penser que ces pierres de rêve 
peuvent servir à réveiller notre spiritualité et notre 
aspiration à l’harmonie et au devoir pour revenir à des 
sociétés archaïques, où l’homme considérait autrefois 
qu’il faisait partie de la nature et que la nature faisait 
partie de lui, où tous les éléments étaient liés les uns 
aux autres. Le craintif symbolisme de la pierre de rêve 
peut nous permettre de nous rapprocher à la fois du 
cosmos et de ce qui est profondément ancré en nous.

 Jörg Bräuer is a German-born photographer and 
painter who has travelled the world drawn by places 
that are remote and less altered by humans. He seeks 
out landscapes that reveal a special type of beauty 
that relates to impermanence, emptiness, and silence. 
In 2016, he visited Iceland where the following pho-
tographic series was made. While photographing 
these isolated landscapes, it’s important for Bräuer 
to observe, listen, connect to the place in silence be-
fore taking any pictures, a process that is almost 
meditational. About his attraction to islands Bräuer 
explains, “I like the idea of travelling in time when I 
visit an island. I find islands maintain time differently 
and each island develops a particular rhythm, which 
adds to its character, and is mostly very differently 
to what happens to the rest of the country it belongs 
to. Also going to an island is about accept limitations. 
These limits force me to look closer, to sense more and 
to become more creative inside the given limits — the 
islands less becomes more.”

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 “To know people, we have to isolate them. But after 
experiencing them for a long time we have to put these 
isolated observations back into a relationship with 
each other, and follow their broader gestures with a 
fully ripened gaze.”

Sitting still, alone on the sand of Ilha Grande, I am 
reading from a cherished book, “Notes on the Melody 
of Things” by Rainer Maria Rilke. This last sentence 
makes me pause and extend my own gaze out to the 
horizon, letting the words sink in. I contemplate that 
if we all share a common personal landscape, it could 
be that of an island, surrounded by water. We live on 
the solidity of our own self-awareness, buffeted by 
constantly swirling ideas and objects infinitely more 
ancient than we imagine, and like the water, every-
thing around us is in a constant state of flux.
Whether it be the singing of a lamp or the voice of 
a storm, whether it be the breath of an evening or the 
groan of the ocean — whatever surrounds you, a broad 
melody always wakes behind you, woven out of a thou-
sand voices, where there is room for your own solo only 
here and there. To know when you need to join in: that is 
the secret of your solitude: just as the art of true interac-
tions with others is to let yourself fall away from high 
words into a single common melody.
Are feelings, even our undeveloped feelings, the most 
secret and most profound states of our inner being, not 
intertwined with a landscape and a season? Landscapes 
that are infinite like space and time, whose appearance 
gives rise, within us, to a deeper sense of oneness.
If, then, we want to be initiates of life, we must keep two 
things in mind: First, the great melody, in which things 
and scents, feelings and pasts, twilights and desires, all play 
their parts; —
Being here, I realise that it is precisely these feelings 
of isolation and solitude that are among the keys to 
gaining a sense of unrestrained creativity. Only by 
cultivating the basic capacity to be alone with our own 
experience are we able to notice those otherwise un-
seen but utterly transformative shifts in the heart. I

Assise seule et immobile sur le sable de l’île brésilienne 
d’Ilha Grande, je plonge dans le délicieux ouvrage de 
Rainer Maria Rilke intitulé « Notes sur la mélodie des 
choses ». À la lecture de cette phrase, je m’arrête pour 
promener mon regard sur l’horizon et m’imprégner de 
ces mots. Cette contemplation m’inspire une réflexion : 
si nous partagions tous un même paysage personnel, il 
pourrait s’agir d’une île entourée d’eau. Nous vivons 
sur le roc de la conscience de soi, ballottés par un inces-
sant remous d’idées et d’objets infiniment plus anciens 
que nous l’imaginons et, comme l’eau, tout ce qui nous 
entoure est engagé dans un flux perpétuel.

TLmag : Comment est né votre intérêt 
pour Brasília ? S’inscrivait-il dans un 
plus vaste projet visant à photographier 
des villes utopiques, ou vous intéres-
siez-vous à la capitale brésilienne en 
elle-même ?
Vincent Fournier : Brasília est une ville 
unique. C’est magnifique et fascinant 
la façon dont la ville entière a été pen-
sée et crée avec la même esthétique, la 
même cohérence. Quelle rigueur et quelle 
folie ! C’est aussi un cas très particulier 
puisqu’en seulement trois ans, l’archi-
tecte Oscar Niemeyer et l’urbaniste Lucio 
Costa, ont littéralement fait naître cette 
ville en plein désert. Enfin il s’agit d’abord 
du Plan pilote, la partie administrative 
de Brasilia, mais 3 ans c’est comme un 
instantané à l’échelle de la construction 
d’une ville.

TLmag 36 - Paysages / Landscapes
Automne/Hiver-Autumn/Winter 2021-2022 
Guest Editor: Bas Smets

For its Autum/Winter issue, TLmag 36 will re-connect with nature, 
looking at the theme of Landscapes in all its many layers. Landscape 
is all about perception. It is firstly a way of seeing the world, and 
secondly a way of organising it.The word was invented in the 
15th century to name a new genre in painting. The first landscape 
painters did not aim for a truthful rendering of nature, but aimed at 
an idealised rendering of reality. It was not until the 18th century 
that the notion of ‘landscape’ was used to describe the existing 
land, using concepts derived from landscape painting. Landscape 
architecture needs to be understood as the prolongation of the 
invention of landscape in paintings. Whereas a painting depicts an 
idealised reality, landscape architecture actually transforms reality 
on site. The research into the relationship between landscape 
architecture and art recounts the history of the perception of the 
world, from an idealised depiction to an on-site transformation of 
it.

Starting from a precise reading of the existing land, his projects reveal 
a landscape, visible but yet unseen. These projects vary in scale from 
territorial visions to infrastructural landscapes, from large parks to 
private gardens, from city centres to film sets. Artistic and scientific 
research takes a central role in his research for an ‘augmented landscape’. 
Bas Smets has worked with many artists among whom Philippe Parreno 
and Carsten Holler.  In 2008 he was awarded the biennial prize for 
young landscape architects ‘NAJAP’ from the French Ministry of 
Culture. Ten years later he received the Award for Urbanism from the 
French Academy of Architecture. In 2019 his project for the Mandrake 
Hotel in London won the Global Ahead Award for Landscaping and 
Outdoor Spaces.In 2013-2014 a first monographic exhibition of his 
projects was co-produced by the International Arts Campus deSingel 
in Antwerp and the Arc en Rêve centre for architecture in Bordeaux. 
His work has been shown at many venues such as the Venice Biennial, 
the Bozar in Brussels and the Pavillon de l’Arsenal in Paris. In 2017 he 
was appointed General Commissioner for the Biennial of Architecture 
of Bordeaux.

About Bas Smets

Bas Smets received a Master’s 
degree in Architecture and Civil 
Engineering from the University 
of Leuven and a Postgraduate 
qualification in Landscape 
Architecture from the University 
of Geneva. He founded his office 
in Brussels in 2007 and has since 
constructed projects in more 
than 12 countries with his team 
of 20 architects and landscape 
architects. 
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
